community writing and literacy projects, interviews with leading
workers in the field, and reviews of current scholarship touching
on these issues and topics.

We welcome materials that emerge from research; showcase
community based and/or student writing; investigate and
represent literacy practices in diverse community settings; discuss
theoretical, political and ethical implications of community-based
rhetorical practices; or explore connections among public rhetoric,
civic engagement, service learning, and current scholarship in
composition studies and related fields.
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
